INSTALLING the fireplace

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x2 x4 x2

Note: Wall plugs supplied are for a solid wall.
If screwing in to plaster board or wood, please use
correct fixings.

1. Fix the metal plate to the back of the
fireplace as shown using the 4 x small
screws supplied.

(It is recommended to drill a 2mm pilot hole
to prevent the wood splitting.)

2. Position the fireplace to the wall and mark
through the 2 remaining holes.

3. Remove the fireplace then drill 6mm diameter holes aproximately 35mm deep.
Insert the wall plugs.

4. Position the fireplace to the wall then screw through the plates in fo the wall using the
2 x large screws provided.




CARE AND MAINTENANCE

¢ Painted surfaces can be cleaned using a damp cloth.

¢ Take care when cleaning un-freated surfaces, as it will absorb moisture unfil
sealed with a lacquer, wax or other sealant.

* Avoid using any harsh or abrasive cleaners that may adversely affect the surface
finish of the suite.
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Note: Due to the nature of the materials used in the construction of the surround, an
amount of moisture may be absorbed should the surround remain in contact
with liquids for prolonged periods.

Please take care when cleaning carpets or flooring around the surround and
clean up any spills immediately.
